This exhibition
highlights the visual arts

and media works of both

grant cycles. UAI/NYC
strengthens infrastructure
for NYC artists of color. A
BCA-sponsored program,
the UAI/NYC consortium
includes the Asian Ameri-
can Arts Alliance, Associa-
tion of Hispanic Arts, Har-
lem Arts Alliance, Queens
Council on the Arts, and the
Smithsonian’s National Mu-
seum of the American Indi-

an, working in partnership
with the New York Founda-
tion for the Arts. In 2009,
fifty $100,000 fellowships
totaling were awarded.
