In a study by the Center for an Urban Future, The Bronx Culture Trolley, a
program supported by the Bronx Tourism Council, was named the city’s most
successful trolley project. “The Bronx Culture Trolley preceded most other
trolleys in the City,” noted Scott. “It provides guests with a fun afternoon or
evening and truly highlights the diverse cultures of the borough and the amaz-
ing talent we have in the Bronx.”
